Using midrash on the words of Jesus, he ex-
pands the meaning of Jesus’s words to include psychological and cosmo-
logical meanings that continue to be relevant for our lives today. I will 
share the wisdom teachings of Jesus in the first half of the prayer in terms 
of cosmology, spiritual growth and spiritual practice. In a later talk, I can 
share the teachings of the second half of the prayer, which addresses living 
in community.

July 31 - "Race Conversations "                    Rev. Julie Kain    
"We keep trying to sweep it under the rug," said a shuttle driver recently. 
Why is it so hard for us to have direct conversations on where we stand on 
current issues of race? The fifth Sunday "Share the Plate" offering will go 
to the Allies for Racial Equity, a Unitarian Universalist advocacy group 
that is mobilized in accountability with communities of color.  
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It's hard to sum up in a few words all the thoughts and feelings I have from attending the 50th anniversary of 
the Unitarian Universalist Association at the General Assembly in Charlotte, NC. last week. It was a grand 

time! In August, our two congregational delegates, Jill Cicero and Maggie Lovins, will join me in leading a Sunday service in 
which we will each share reflections on our own GA highlights. 
 

Over 4,000 UUs gathered at the Charlotte convention center for five days of workshops, presentations, worship services and plena-
ry sessions to do denomination-wide business. On Friday afternoon, a spectacular public witness event took place, organized by the 
Standing on the Side of Love campaign which advocates against violence toward all marginalized people. The Saturday front page 
newspaper coverage is posted on the bulletin board of the church entryway. With hundreds of orange t-shirts in view, Unitarian 
Universalists gathered to make a stand for the entire LGBT community (lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender) and in particular, a 
stance for marriage equality. We also stood on behalf of a justice-loving process for immigration reform, and to support the protec-
tion of American Muslims against persecution and violence. Despite a sudden downpour of summer rain,  the positive spirit of the 
gathering was not dampened! It helped knowing that the New York Senate was at the threshold of approving gay marriage by a 
narrow margin, which appeared on the front page coverage just below our article. 
 

Tradition for the Saturday night of GA is the Ware Lecture which has hosted national speakers for many decades. Past Ware lecturers 
include Martin Luther King, May Sarton, Mary Oliver and Shirley Chisholm. This year the celebrated religions writer Karen Armstrong 
spoke with the assembled crowd and started off by saying that she has been told for many years that her spiritual home should be Unitari-
an Universalism. You can watch her excellent lecture online at www.livestream.com under 4022 Ware Lecture: "The Challenge of Com-
passion." 
 

On news much closer to home, we are in the midst of a hiring process for two church staff position: half-time office assistant (no 
longer including the role of volunteer coordinator) and quarter-time coordinator for children's religious education. Each position 
has ots own hiring group which will make its recommendations to the board for approval. The office assistant will be selected by 
new board president Carol Hemmye, Hugh Turner and volunteer bookkeeper, Marylee Donnelly. The children's RE coordinator 
will be selected by the CRE core team that has been working closely together over the past year of designing a new CRE program: 
co-leaders Sarah Stubbs and Jill Cicero, members Lauren Anzaldo, Rose Jansen and Jaynelle Miller. As minister, I serve as a su-
pervisor for these two staff positions, so I am also involved in the selection process.

Books for Prisoners is sponsored by Open Books, a collectively 
owned, non-profit bookstore started by a group of people involved with the Prison 
Book Project. Open Books is located at 4115 Barrancas Ave. in Pensacola.  
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Digital cameras are now being accepted! We continue to recycle inkjet cartridges, laser cartridg-
es and cell phones. Please bring these items to church and put them in the designated box which 
is located along the back wall in the church library. Please do not put other electronics in the 
box, as they are not acceptable for recycling. Cell phones in working order are provided to indi-
viduals who could not otherwise afford them. And for each 24 items that can be recycled, Amer-
ican Forests plants a tree in our behalf. Additionally, the rebates we receive for the recyclables 
benefit our Religious Education program.

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Pastors for Peace is a special ministry of the Interreligious Founda-
tion for Community Organization, and was created in 1988 to pio-

neer the delivery of humanitarian aid to Latin America and the Caribbean. The Inter-religious Foundation for Commu-
nity Organization (IFCO) was founded in 1967 by progressive church leaders and activists. Its purpose: to advance the 
struggles of oppressed people for justice and self-determination. For almost 40 years, IFCO has assisted the poor and 
disenfranchised in developing and sustaining community organizations to fight human and civil rights injustices.  
 

The 22nd Friendshipment Caravan will traverse 13 separate routes across the country stopping in 45 US states and six 
Canadian provinces. Along the way the caravan will be hosted in 130 communities who support a new US Cuba policy 
based on respect and non-aggression. Over 100 Pastors for Peace volunteers from the US, Canada and Europe will 
challenge the immoral and illegal US blockade and travel restrictions against Cuba at the US - Mexico border on July 
20th. They expect to collect 100 tons of humanitarian aid during a two-week caravan that will converge in McAllen, 
Texas before traveling on to Cuba without US treasury department licenses. They intend to deliver school buses, con-
struction tools and materials, educational supplies, medicines, and medical supplies gathered in communities through-
out North America.  

 

The Friendshipment Caravan will make a stop in Pensacola on Wednesday, July 13, 2011.  A Community Potluck Din-
ner will be at 6:00 pm- please bring a dish to share- followed by a presentation at 7:00 pm , here at UUCP. There is a 
list in the office and on the bulletin board with items that are needed (building supplies, computers, educational sup-
plies, musical equipment/instruments, etc...), donations can be brought to the presentation in Pensacola on July 13, or 
for pick-up, contact Johnny Ardis at jjddaa@cox.net or 474-1495.
