Startlng September 11- WAY Cool Sunday School!

The name of our Children's Religious Education program (CRE) is WAY Cool Sunday School . Now is the time for families to
register their children in the program. We need parents and other adults to be involved in this cooperative program, so please
sign up for a volunteer opportunity. The children's classes take place two or three times a month. On the other Sundays, the
children participate either in a Children's Chapel or a multigenerational Sunday service , which includes their participation in
songs, stories, readings and skits.

The WAY acronym stands for the names of the three Classes with the following age groups:

"Wanderers" - Pre-kindergarten through second-graders meet in the Beach room. This year the Wanderers will be
experiencing the stories of Dr. Seuss and how they teach UU ideas and values.

"Adventurers" - Third through sixth-graders meet in the Rain Forest room. This year the Adventurers will be using a
curriculum called "Keepers of the Earth" which shows how UU ideas and values can be learned
within the context of Native American traditions.

Rev. Peter Morales Responds to
Sentencing in Az. Civil Disobedience Case rd

The Rev. Peter Morales, president of the Unitarian Universalist Association (UUA), was convicted August 5, 2011, on
misdemeanor charges stemming from his nonviolent civil disobedience in Phoenix, Ariz., in July 2011.

Rev. Morales was arrested while protesting Arizona’s anti-immigrant legislation, SB 1070. Today, August 23, 2011,
his sentence was announced in Maricopa County court. For his act of conscience, he received a sentence of one day in
jail, with credit for the one day already served.

Rev. Morales released the following statement upon hearing of his sentence:

“While my trial has finally ended, my determination to oppose Arizona's SB 1070 and the inhumane practices of
Sheriff Joe Arpaio is stronger than ever.

“As people of faith, we are called to oppose injustice and help protect the most vulnerable among us. We cannot
turn a blind eye to the inhumane immigration enforcement practices of Sheriff Arpaio, nor should we accept simi-
lar policies in other parts of our country.

“We Unitarian Universalists will continue to stand on the side of love against such legislation and the anti-
immigrant sentiment it represents. We look forward to an opportunity to witness publicly against such injustices
at our Justice General Assembly in Phoenix in 2012.” ~UUA Website, Aug. 2011
